It will also serve to reduce touchline
tensions and angst amongst parents and coaches, reduce pressure on players and
referees, and promote the Kids Zone: the protective atmosphere we maintain at our
fields where kids are free to play fair, fun and safe soccer.

** May not sign-up in advance to referee a game in which your own child or team is playing; games must
be U10 or above to earn points [exception - YOUTH referees may earn volunteer points on U7 and U8 games];
maximum number of referee points per team per week is 20.
