New Business:

· UKI: discussion around whether to hire UKI to provide mentor coaches to work with all of the coaches in the fall 2009 season. The benefits and costs of the program were considered and it was decided that the value of the services would be tremendous. The program will be funded in part by a per player fee and the balance will come from tournament profits. Board members excited by the potential of this program.

· Proposed Area Q Per Capita Fee: Andy presented the recent proposals from Area Q director and regional commissioners with regards to funding of Area Tournaments and fees for teams participating in Section playoffs. Discussion ensued about which proposal would best benefit Region 180. It was decided to support the per player fee of around $8 since this had the most potential to be the most cost effective for the region’s teams.
